Valahia University of Targoviste, lImiolavoro SRL and Modern Didactics
Center presented the results of the quantitiative research addressed to
teacher and students at risk of ESL and also the qualitative research
addressed to students with risk of ESL.

Why do students drop out of the school?

Why do students do not attend or avoid attending a school?

Data analysis revealed:

1- Family related factors (support, authority, model examples)

2- School related factors (supportive schoolmates, caring
teachers, engaging tasks)

3- Person related factors (self-motivation, self-concentration)

4- Outside environment factors (friends, model examples and
future life perspectives)

model of the typical student with risk of ESL, so that these students can be
immediately and in advance, identified and referenced.
